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ARCHITECTURE & ARTS OF THE ANDES 

This course will explore the architecture and other arts of the Andean     region 
of South America, from the formation of the first urban centers until the mega 
cities of the 20th century.  The first half of the course will explore the production 
of indigenous nations, ranging from that of the Moche and Chimu along the 
north coast, to the Inca and Tiahuanaco in the highlands. The second half of 
the course will examine the introduction of Spanish colonial town planning and 
architecture, and how these spaces transitioned into capitals for newly inde-
pendent nations, such as Peru, Chile, Bolivia, Ecuador and Colombia. During 
the course of the semester, we will examine the fundamental practices and 
beliefs of distinct ethnic groups and how cultural practices were manifested 
and transmitted through architecture, urbanism and related material objects. 
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
